1. Adopt a persona—think of the one Swift uses in “A Modest Proposal” but don’t simply copy him—and compose a satire around 1000 words long on an aspect of university life. Remember that you and your persona are different people. 
2.
Write a mock-heroic, or high burlesque, work: that is, you must write in a high 
style about a low subject. If it is prose, it should be around 1000 words long; if it is a poem, write 50-100 lines. A true mock-epic involves heroic couplets: rhyming couplets in iambic pentameter. That is a real challenge and you should only try this if you are sure you can handle it.

If you have an artistic bent, create a set of  ten satirical cartoons or a satirical 

comic 
strip up to five pages long.
