Essay #3: Research Essay
Write an essay about 1500 words (6 typed pages) long on ONE of the following topics.  Be sure to narrow your topic down to manageable scope, and deal only with works from the second term. Organize your essay properly (including an introduction and conclusion) and proofread your essay before submitting it. In addition to quotations and references from the texts you choose, you MUST use at least ONE scholarly secondary source—book, book chapter, or journal article—to support your argument. This critical work may be about one of the authors/filmmakers/artists you have chosen, and/or about the subject, technique, or theme you are discussing, or about the theoretical approach you are using. Please note: A BOOK OR FILM REVIEW, ENCYCLOPEDIA ARTICLE, or WEB or MAGAZINE INTERVIEW (even a scholarly one) DOES NOT COUNT AS A CRITICAL SOURCE.  You must have your choice of chapter, article, or book approved by your tutorial leader by February 23; that approval is worth 5%. You must also attach a copy of the article or book chapter you are using when you submit your essay. Be sure to cite your source(s) (whether printed or electronic) properly, following MLA style. Your essay MUST include a complete Title Page and Bibliography or Works Cited page. Proofread your essay carefully for thesis statement (in your introductory paragraph), proper structure, grammar, and spelling..
