Deal only with texts on the syllabus up to the due date. Using secondary material is recommended. Be concrete and specific.

1.  Compare the way two novelists treat attitudes toward religion.  What similarity or difference do you see in how these authors portray their protagonists’ approach to faith. Choose as specific a topic as you can.
2.  Clothing often plays a symbolic role in fiction; what characters wear often reveals something about them. Compare how two authors use clothing for symbolic purposes, perhaps narrowing your topic by choosing a particular article of clothing.
3.  The movement from innocence to experience is a major theme in modern(ist) literature. What is the main trigger for this movement in the texts we have read? Compare a very specific cause in two texts, or do a detailed analysis of the cause in one text.
4.  Do a detailed analysis of a motif—a recurring image or symbol—in one short story or a brief part of a novel. Show how the repetition unifies the text in some way.
