Write an essay about 1500 words (about 6 double-spaced pages) long on ONE of the following topics.  Be sure to narrow your topic down to manageable scope (in other words, deal with a limited range of material), to organize your essay properly (including an introduction and conclusion), to cite references according to MLA style, and to proofread your essay for errors in grammar and style.  Deal ONLY with texts we have read after Reading Week.  Be concrete and specific, and you should use at least two secondary sources.

1.  Compare the way two authors we have read treat the power in their texts.  Who has power, from what source, and how does he/she wield it over another character? 
2.  Compare the function and meaning of one symbolic motif that appears in both Sheila Watson’s The Double Hook and Timothy Findley’s The Wars. Be very focused.

3.  Analyze a short passage of description—of character or setting—in one text, showing what it contributes to the work’s characterization and themes. Go into detail explaining how the physical conveys the emotional and/or psychological..
4.  Compare the portrayal of the city in two works, keeping your discussion concrete and focused. Look at just one aspect of city life, such as housing, life on the street, transportation, interaction with a community, or commerce. Be very specific and think creatively about what life in a city involves.
5.  Compare the meaning of journeys, or travel of any kind, in two texts.
