2. You MUST discuss at least one story from a story collection we read this term (but, again, not one that you did your seminar presentation on), and you may not use more than one story from a collection in your answer;

3. Secondary sources are not required, but if you use any you must cite them properly.

3. Is there a specific symbol or motif you see recurring in works by more than one of the authors we have read? Discuss with reference to THREE stories. How do these authors differ in their treatment of the symbol or motif?
