4.1 President’s Report

Drew: I’m going around to speak to students University-wide about the Administration and strike. What do you guys think about them? 


Livy: The students were the real victims. 


Janet: When do we move forward regarding the negative impact on students, especially undergraduates? Undergrads need to speak out and be addressed. It’s always the grad students who make their voices heard. 


Ravi: The University has made changes to the year but there are still disillusioned students out there but no move has been made to deal with issues that will come up April 30th (ie. Can’t get jobs, no money left on meal cards, etc.) 


Drew: How should the Administration address it? 


Ravi: No suggestions. 


Paul: Bursaries have been made to help out students from the University. This is to try to offset these issues. We have to keep pushing forward and keep communicating. 


Drew: The faculty contract is up April 30th and there is always the possibility of another strike. What preventatives can we take? 


Ravi: We don’t know what’s at stake. 


Drew: The Administration did a bad job communicating with students during the last strike. The Administration should prepare ahead of time. 


Janet: I agree. Labour relations should be everyone’s responsibility not just the Administration versus the Union.

February event:

Cost for buses: $1,023.75 (more or less)

We need 103 people to fill both buses 


There will also be snowboarding 


Paul: advertising is a must! We have had bad skiing trips in the past.


March 20th is the Raptors game. We will start advertising the weekend before the ski trip 


A suggestion has been made to have formal at Atlantis (Ontario Place)

Shannon: What is YFS’s main goal for the year? 


Ravi: YFS hardly recognizes Phase II because we are so far away. This causes more ignorance on our side. 


Drew: Do you think we need more security on campus? 


Livy: Has security increased? 


Paul: Student security has been increased. The total number of hours ‘walking the beat’ has also increased. We can invite security to our meetings to hear our concerns. 


Ravi: We should let the rest of the students know security options do exist.

4.2 VP Finance Report


We are still going well, we are exceeding our recommendations 


Money from the Pepsi fund is used to get our name out around the University; a package has been made for grant applications 


Operation Undercover asked for a grant for $250 


KAHSSO has asked for $800 


BIC has asked for $2000 


2000 Pepsi Fund: $15,000 grant has been given to us, $3500 has been transferred to us since we didn’t use it due to the strike 


2001 Pepsi Fund: $18,000 available to give out 


The money is to be given to students and clubs to get our name known 


Ravi: go in to club events and sponsor food for them as a way of advertising


We cannot use this money for office supplies or Administrative overhead 


We cannot use the money to make revenue 


The new grant applications includes the term that Bethune College must be visible in the advertisements by the group we’ve sponsored 


We should assign someone to make sure that clubs are keeping their contract with us 


Lisa: how will Operation Undercover advertise for us?


Ruchi: Assigning someone as a liaison is the best way.


Ravi: We gave KAHSSO $1000 last year but we don’t want them to make a habit of asking for money from us.


Ryan: A maximum grant should be between $200-$500 but depending on how many Bethuners come out, we’ll give more money.


Mike: KAHSSO is advertising around Bethune.


Ryan: They don’t have to advertise for us because they didn’t have to sign the new proposal.


Chris: How do we know that the money we give will be used properly?


Janet: Ruchi should be our liaison to make sure that students get their money back if they have already paid for the KAHSSO event.


Paul: Is project Undercover a York event?


Ravi: It started at U of T to keep people warm in the winter. Contact Nicole if we have any donations to give them at n_ghanie@hotmail.com <mailto:n_ghanie@hotmail.com>


Paul: Is it a problem for Pepsi that we are giving money to a group outside of York?


Ryan: I can’t see a problem with that.


BIRT the BCC allocate $800 to KAHSSO out of the Pepsi Fund. BIFRT Ruchi Sood act as liaison to KAHSSO to ensure that commitments are upheld to the allocation of this grant.

Ravi: Keeping it is way too expensive. Are costs better to hire a dj with our own equipment or not? We should make a small committee to look into costs.


Ryan: In the long run, hiring a dj will be more affordable.

Chris: We should keep the equipment so that we always have something just in case.
