SYMBIOSIS BETWEEN BIOENERGY 

AND THE ENVIRONMENT

	Symbiosis, by definition, describes a close association of animals or plants of different species that is often, but not always, of mutual benefit. This presentation will outline a new type of symbiosis; a cooperative, mutually beneficial relationship between energy and the human environment. The focus will be on 

· The potential application of bioenergy in everyday life as well as in exotic endeavors (e.g., Mars exploration), 

· The application of supercritical water in the conversion of organic wastes into clean energy, 

· The generation of hydrogen fuel from bio-resources in greenhouse gas-free processes.
