Alisa Palmer is an award winning playwright and director. As Artistic  Director of Nightwood Theatre (1994-2001), she directed the development  and premieres of many new Canadian plays including Random Acts, by Diane Flacks, Smudge by Alex Bulmer, and the musical Anything That Moves, book by Ann-Marie MacDonald with Alisa Palmer, music by Allen Cole (Dora Awards for Script, Direction, Music Direction and Production). Anything That Moves was premiered at The Dumaurier World Stage Festival where she also directed a workshop presentation of Caryl Churchill's The Skriker, also for Nightwood Theatre.

Outside of Nightwood, Alisa Palmer has directed in theatres across the country including Canadian Stage, Alberta Theatre Projects, Theatre New Brunswick and most recently the Shaw Festival. Three of her plays --The Attic, The Pearls & 3 Fine Girls (written collectively with four other artists) have been published by Scirroco Press. Palmer is the recipient of two Chalmers awards, including one for A Play About The Mothers of Plaza de Mayo.

March 24th, 2006 marks the 30th anniversary of the beginning of one of the bloodiest periods in contemporary Argentinian history; the 1976-1983 coup d’etat carried out by the military junta led by General J.R. Videla. During this period the military established a culture of terror, silence, and denial through their policy of “disappearances.” The Mothers of Plaza de Mayo is an organization of women whose children and grandchildren were abducted by the military dictatorship in Argentina in the 70’s and 80’s. Over 30,000 “disappeared” in this Dirty War. Every Thursday, the Mothers march silently in the Plaza de Mayo in Buenos Aires carrying pictures of their disappeared children, peacefully and harrowingly demanding explanations.
In honour of the 30th anniversary, Froth Productions presents a reading of the Chalmer’s and Dora award-winning play, A Play About the Mothers of Plaza de Mayo on Monday, March 27 at 8:30pm at the Young Centre for the Performing Arts.

A Play About the Mothers of Plaza de Mayo is a musical investigation into a disappeared daughter and her mother’s attempts to recover her.  Created by the award-winning writer and director Alisa Palmer, the reading features actors Kate Hennig (Gypsy, The Danish Play) and Kevin Bundy (Shaw and Soulpepper Theatres veteran), with live music of Pergolesi’s Stabat Mater, adapted for Latin American folk instruments by Allen Cole.  The music weaves through the reading, evoking a rage and sorrow that words cannot express, performed by singers Heather Barnes and Agnes Zsigovics with accompanying musicians Janet Auger, Alejandra Nuñez and Louise Pauls.
