Pre-requisite:  Students must have completed all course work assigned in CDIS 5100 6.0, CDIS 5110 3.0, CDIS 5120 3.0 and two 3-credit elective courses, one being offered by our program.  Failure to do will result in being de-enrolled from this course as well as the Research Seminar.

	Nature of MRP

	
	

	
	The Major Research Paper (MRP) process: 

	
	

	
	· allows students the opportunity to engage in research through the formulation and writing up of a specific project; 
· offers an experience of working independently on a project under faculty supervision;  

	
	· evaluates students’ work against the educational objectives of breadth, depth, synthesis and originality.

	
	

	
	The MRP:

	
	

	
	· utilizes an interdisciplinary lens and a flexible research format to explore an issue relevant to critical disability studies

	
	· articulates the conceptual framework that motivates the MRP;

	
	· provides a critical discussion of the topic;

	
	· contributes to an expanded understanding of the issue addressed;

	
	· moves beyond description and/or argumentation into critical exploration and synthesis of practices and theories.  

	
	

	
	

	
	The Interdisciplinary Lens

The interdisciplinary lens is fundamental to the M.A. (Critical Disability Studies) program.   In the MRP, it is realized primarily through five strategies:

	The Supervisor and the Advisor will represent at least 2 different disciplines;

	The Reader (if applicable) will represent the 3rd discipline;

	
	3.
	Speakers during the Research Seminar will represent various disciplines; 

	
	4.
	Those participating in the Research Seminar will bring their own disciplinary lens to the discussion; 

	
	5.
	In addition, students will be required to demonstrate that they have explored their research questions using the theory, knowledge and methods of at least 2 disciplines related to their research questions. 

	
	

	
	The MRP may take a number of forms including:

	
	

	
	· a critical position paper; or 

	
	· a critical theoretical essay that explores policy or practice; or

	
	· a critical field research study [either qualitative or quantitative in nature]

	The MRP will have a required minimum length of 50 pages and a maximum length of 65 pages.  This length includes only the text of the MRP; Appendices, references, title page and table of contents are additional.

	The format of the MRP is - Times New Roman; Font size 12; Double-line spacing;  Top and left margins – 1.5”; Bottom and right margins – 1"; Left aligned.

	
	

	
	Larger fonts are allowed for people with visual impairments, in which case the length of their MRP will vary depending on font size; however, it will be the same length when measured against the font sized required for other students.

	Each student is responsible for identifying and approaching potential committee members (Supervisor and Advisor) who have expertise in the student’s chosen research topic and/or methodology.  By the commencement of Research Seminar, all students should have located a Supervisor and Advisor.  

When approaching prospective committee members, students must present a 1- to 2-page, double-spaced research outline that conveys the student’s initial ideas and plans for the MRP.  This outline also explains how the research involves a critical perspective, and why the students have chosen the prospective committee members.   



	
	Note:   Students must enclose this research outline along with the Notification of Supervisor and Advisor Form (refer to p. 13) for submission to the Graduate Program Office for the approval of the Graduate Program Director.

	Roles

	
	
	

	
	
	A student will work with her/his Supervisor and Advisor throughout the preparation of the MRP Proposal and the MRP.   A Supervisor guides the MRP.  Input of an Advisor from a different discipline other than the Supervisor’s will ensure that the MRP is interdisciplinary in nature.

	
	
	

	
	
	In case the Supervisor and Advisor are unable to reach a resolution to the difference in their opinion, the Supervisor will seek the Graduate Program Director or his/her designate to be the Reader.   The Reader has 3 responsibilities:

	
	
	

	
	
	· evaluate the MRP (the Reader will preferably have 2 weeks to evaluate the MRP);  

	
	
	· provide substantive revisions to the Supervisor prior to the scheduling of the MRP final discussion meeting.  The Supervisor will then forward them to the student; and

	
	
	· participate in an MRP final discussion meeting only after the MRP has been deemed by the Supervisor, the Advisor and the Reader (if applicable) to have been completed to their satisfaction.

	The Supervisor must be a faculty or an adjunct faculty member in the Critical Disability Studies graduate program and appointed to the Faculty of Graduate Studies (FGS).  A complete Faculty Member listing is posted on the program website at www.yorku.ca/gradcdis (click on “Faculty”).  

	
	
	
	

	
	
	The Advisor must also be a member of the Critical Disability Studies faculty (including cross-appointed/adjunct).  Only on rare occasions if no suitable faculty member from that list can be secured will an Advisor outside the program be considered.  This is at the discretion of the Graduate Program Director.  The person must be appointable by FGS.
A complete FGS Faculty Member listing is posted on the FGS website at www.yorku.ca/grads/faculty (click on “Faculty Members” and choose the URL called “List of faculty members appointed to the Faculty of Graduate Studies”.  

	
	
	The Reader (if applicable) is the Graduate Program Director or his/her designate.

	· Supervisory committee members must be from different disciplines.  This is the case even though the Supervisor, Advisor and Reader (if applicable) are appointed to the Critical Disability Studies graduate program.

	
	
	· Faculty member’s area of interest, expertise and his/her familiarity with the methodology or conceptual framework. 

	
	
	· Interpersonal and work-style factors.

	Both Supervisor and Advisor fill out the Notification of Supervisor and Advisor Form (refer to p. 13) and the student submits it, along with the research outline as explained in p. 3, to the Graduate Program Office for the approval of the Graduate Program Director. 

The Supervisor ensures that the MRP proposal has been submitted to the ethics review committee and that ethics approval has been attained (refer to p. 9 for guidelines on proposal preparation).

	
	
	
	

	
	
	Should there be a change to either the Supervisor or Advisor after the Form has been approved by the Graduate Program Director, students must submit the Change of Supervisory Committee Form (refer to p. 15), along with the research outline as explained in p. 3, to the Graduate Program Office as soon as a change occurs.

	Students are encouraged to arrange a joint meeting with their Supervisor and Advisor during the preliminary stage of their research.

Normally the expectation is that students will submit 2 drafts to their supervisory committee – an interim draft and a final draft, before submitting the final MRP.

	
	

	
	

	(e)
	Approval of MRP Proposal and Human Participants Research Protocol   

	
	

	
	Students who conduct a research study using human participants must complete the Tri-Council Policy Statement (TCPS) tutorial, available online at www.pre.ethics.gc.ca/english/tutorial, and obtain a research ethics clearance for their MRP proposal prior to the conduct of research.  If the research is not approved prior to the start of research, the research will not have received research ethics clearance and will be deemed unacceptable for submission as a component of this course.

Depending on the nature of the research, clearance for MRP Proposals will either be granted by the Graduate Programme Ethics Review Committee under an expedited review process (maximum of a 2 week turnaround) or by the Human Participants Review Sub-Committee through the Office of Research Ethics (approximately 20 working days or 4 weeks from the date of receipt of all required documentation in the ORE).  

	
	

	
	Students are required to submit an Proposal Submission Form (p. 14) along with their MRP proposal to the Graduate Program Office regardless of whether their research involves human participants.

	
	

	
	

	(f)
	MRP Final Discussion & Evaluation

	
	

	
	Once the Supervisor and Advisor (and the Reader if applicable) have read the final MRP, a final discussion with the student about the MRP will be scheduled by the Supervisor.  Students who are preparing for their final discussion will submit a hardcopy of the final draft of their MRP to their supervisory committee at least 1 week before the final discussion.

	
	

	
	Students are required to bring a hardcopy of the MRP Final Discussion Report (p. 16) to the meeting for completion by the Supervisor.

	
	

	
	The final discussion meeting provides an opportunity for discussion and evaluation about the genesis of the MRP, its development, conclusions and ramifications.  The total length of the MRP final discussion may be approximately an hour.  At the beginning of this meeting, the student gives a 15-minute presentation summarizing his or her MRP. This is followed by comments and questions from the committee in the order of Reader (if applicable), Advisor and Supervisor.  The student is asked to leave the room while the committee consults on the final discussion.  The student is then invited back in to hear the committee’s comments and congratulations.

	
	

	
	Students should expect minor changes to be requested at the final discussion meeting.  Revisions are to be completed within 5 business days after the meeting.

	
	

	
	The MRP will be given a final grade of Pass or Fail at the meeting.  If revisions to the MRP are required at the meeting, the final grade will be submitted by the Supervisor to the Graduate Program Office only after he/she approves the revisions.

	Submission of a Final Hardcopy and an Electronic Copy

	
	

	
	Upon completion of the MRP and all revisions required by the Supervisor and Advisor (and the Reader if applicable), the student provides an unbound hardcopy of the final revision of MRP to the Supervisor and emails the Graduate Programme Assistant an electronic copy as well. 

	
	

	
	The Supervisor fills out the rest of the MRP Final Discussion Report (refer to p. 16) and submits it along with the hardcopy of the finalized MRP to the Graduate Program Office.

	
	

	
	The Graduate Program Office then forwards the final grade to the Office of Registrar.  The MRP is then made available to the graduate community at York University.

	2.
	What is the degree completion time limit?

As per Faculty of Graduate Studies (FGS) regulations stated in the FGS Calendar, all students are reminded of the importance of timely completion of their program requirements (course work and Major Research Paper).  

In the M.A. (Critical Disability Studies) program, full-time students have a minimum of 3 terms and part-time students have a minimum of 6 terms to complete the program.  With successful petition for an “Extension of Program Time Limit”, students will be granted up to 3 additional terms to complete the program.

Terms in which students are registered as “Leave of Absence”, “Maternity Leave”, “Parental Leave”, or “No Course Available” are not included in these time limits.

	What if students require more time to completion MRP?

Unless students have/have been withdrawn from the program or are on leaves of absence of any kind, continuing students must maintain continuous registration and re-enroll in this MRP course (i.e. CDIS 6001 0.0) on a term-to-term basis by the registration deadline of each term and pay the corresponding term tuition fee. 	A MRP Proposal is a substantive outline and description of the process for completion of the MRP.  It is an opportunity for the students to articulate:

	
	· the shape, scope, context, and rationale of the MRP; 

	
	· the methodology of the research;

	
	· the conceptual questions and issues that concern the project.  

	
	

	
	This exercise is meant to prepare students to focus on the MRP, to structure it, and to engage in academic work that conforms to citation and footnote practices.  Essentially, the Proposal serves as a guide to the MRP and as a working document that may be revised by the student, Supervisor and the Advisor.

	Statement of key questions you bring to the MRP and discussion of literature.

	
	
	

	
	
	Typically, in this section, students are asked to consider 2 types of issues:  

	
	
	· What are the central and secondary critical questions that underlie the exploration?  

· Why are these questions important to the MRP?  

	
	
	The questions should flow logically from the introductory parts of the proposal and the literature analysed.

	Description of methodology and/or strategies.  

	
	
	

	
	
	This section describes what students will do as they develop the MRP.  The discussion of methodology depends upon the nature of the paper and the strategies employed for crafting it.  The methodology should make sense in relation to the central question or problem posed.

	
	
	

	
	
	The following questions should be considered in relation to this section: 

	
	
	· What type of work will be done in this MRP?  

· Why is the particular orientation of the work necessary for the paper?  

· How will the paper be organised?  

· How will the paper’s importance be assessed?

	A brief statement outlining the intended shape that the  MRP will take such as 

· a critical position paper on a crucial issue in disability; or
