A word about the limits on class size: the number you see in square brackets below the course title is the YORK enrollment number only.  Ryerson has a similar number of students allowed to enroll in the course.  Some courses are hosted by other graduate programs and are cross-listed with Communication & Culture.  The limit on the number of Com Cult students allowed to enroll in these elective courses is much lower than our own courses.  However, everything is open to negotiation but we must wait until closer to the enrollment deadline in April.  The program director will decide who can enrol in courses, based on a student’s research interests and focus.  Do not be discouraged by the low enrollment limit.  More often than not our students do get in.

WMST 6005 3.0

GENDER AND PUBLIC POLICY

The course aims to provide a broad-ranging introduction to gender and public policy. This begins by asking what is public policy and what we
mean by gendering public policy analysis. We will approach these questions theoretically and empirically, exploring literatures from
policy studies, political science, political economy, sociology and other disciplines. We will explore approaches that focus on
understanding gender as a structural force in the political economy and political institutions, as well as discursive, constructivist, and
Foucauldian approaches to gender and policy. We will consider the shift from the Keynesian welfare state to neoliberalism, focussing
particularly, but not exclusively, on the example of Canada. We will also consider the strategies of women's movements and gender-based
activism in comparative and global context. The course is rounded out with the exploration of a number of current themes in policy analysis
such as the role of knowledge and expertise, the turn to governance, and the politics of risk. Throughout the course, students will have
the opportunity to consider key policy issues that affect women such as violence against women, new reproductive technologies, child care,
and legal regulation of the family as well as policy issues that construct and define gender in particular ways.
