A word about the limits on class size: the number you see in square brackets below the course title is the YORK enrollment number only. However, everything is open to negotiation but we must wait until closer to the enrollment deadline in April.  The program director will decide who can enrol in courses, based on a student’s research interests and focus.  Do not be discouraged by the low enrollment limit.  More often than not our students do get in.
