At its 523rd meeting held on September 28, 2006, the Senate of York University:

· the average of students admitted to undergraduate programs is higher than ever, and retention rates have improved;

· amendments to the terms of reference of the Senate Committee on Admissions, Recruitment and Student Assistance;

· Approved, as recommended by the Committee on Curriculum and Academic Standards:

· the granting of degrees, certificates and diplomas at the Fall 2006, Winter 2007 and Spring 2007 Convocations and the forwarding of recommendations for certification by the Faculty of Education to the Ontario College of Teachers; 

· changes to degree and certificate requirements for the Bachelor of Administrative Studies, Specialized Honours degree program; (General) Management Stream of the Bachelor of Administrative Studies, Specialized Honours degree program; Professional Certificate in Marketing; Atkinson;
· Received a report from the Academic Policy and Planning Committee on:

· options for the restructuring of academic units on on the Keele Campus; 
· the establishment of  the Atkinson Centre for Mature and Part-Time Students in 2007;
· consultations on the the Multi-Year Accountability Agreement submission to the provincial government, which reflects the UAP planning priorities;
· Received an information report from the Committee on Curriculum and Academic Standards concerning the Undergraduate Program Review follow-up reports from the French Studies (Glendon and Arts), Social Science (Atkinson) and Philosophy (Arts, Atkinson and Glendon) programs;
· Received a report from the Research Committee on the three-year interim reviews of the Centre for Vision Research and the Institute for Social Research;
· Received an annual report from the Appeals Committee on student appeals statistics;

· Received an annual report from the Tenure & Promotions Committee with data from 2005-2006 and comments on process and procedures;  
· Received a report from the Executive Committee on:
· Senate Committee members who will serve on the Sub-Committee on Equity for 2006-07;
· faculty members nominated by Faculty Councils to designated seats on Senate committees.
