                                         PROGRAM EVALUATION ASSIGNMENT

PROJECT BACKGROUND REPORT (POLS 4300 ONLY)

Each group will submit a description of the program evaluation research project to be carried out. (Maximum length: 7 pages, double spaced.)
It must include a brief introduction setting out the pertinent summary details of the project you propose (e.g. needs assessment, formative, summative evaluation etc.: the name of the agency, program etc.). You should provide a brief description of the agency and its mandate, with reference to where the program that is to be evaluated fits into the agency’s mission and activities. This should be followed by a reasonably detailed description of the program or program component(s) that are to be evaluated. Finally, you should provide a brief outline of your proposed research plan and the methodology you anticipate using to conduct your research and analysis.
As you face a strict length limit for this assignment, be sure to write economically and review carefully for clarity and relevance before you hand in your submission.

EVALUABILITY ASSESSMENT ASSIGNMENT (POLS 4300, PUBL 6800 and PPAL 6210)

Each student/group must prepare a brief document answering the following questions. (Maximum length: 12 pages, double spaced.)
What kind of evaluation research do you propose to carry out (e.g. needs assessment, formative, summative evaluation, or some combination).

What program(s) will be the focus of your research? Provide some background on the program(s) and organization. To what extent is/are these program(s) evaluable?

What is your proposed research design?

What problems do you anticipate in carrying out your research design, and how will you handle them?

Have you produced a research design which is intended to be as useful as possible to the agency? Attach a document showing that the liaison person has approved in writing the research design (4300’s only).

Display your timetable for conducting and completing the research. Anticipate unintended possible difficulties wherever possible.

What is your budget? How will you cover these expenses? Is there a more cost-effective alternative?
