	Every year, Justice Canada receives $1.13 million in funding through the Family Violence Initiative. The Department uses this money to: review, develop and reform criminal and civil justice laws and policy; conduct research to develop family violence policy and laws; provide project funding for community-based family violence projects; provide public legal education and information on family violence.
