The Ministry of the Attorney General is implementing new court specific interpreting tests to improve court interpreting services in Ontario. The Ministry retained Vancouver Community College (VCC) to develop the new tests as the offer a Court Interpreting Certificate program. The tests are being used to accredit new and current interpreters for Ontario’s courts. The tests are specific to courts and based on actual court documents and trial transcripts from Ontario court proceedings.  This ensures they match a realistic court interpreter experience and reflect the high level of skill and specialized terminology required for court interpretation.

Description of reform:  The Mandatory Information Program was piloted in Milton, Brampton and Toronto and will be available in 17 additional courts by April 2011 and the remainder of the courts by summer 2011. The 17 Family Court branches of the Superior Court of Justice are located in Ottawa, Cornwall, Perth, L’Orignal, Brockville, Kingston, Napanee, Peterborough, Cobourg, Lindsay, Oshawa, Newmarket, Barrie, Bracebridge, Hamilton, St. Catharines and London.
