Manitoba implemented a case conferring system in 1998,as well, an ongoing pilot project conducted in the Family Division since 1996, was completed in the summer of 1998. In 2003 there were changes that came into effect for backlog reduction and pre-trial organization.

Development:
The Provincial Court in Manitoba was becoming plagued with backlog in domestic violence cases.  Most of this backlog was attributed to the delay caused by inconsistent case details which did not allow the stakeholders in the cases to begin trial until everything was sorted out and consistent.  A team led by Chief Judge Raymond E. Wyant developed a system that would eliminate that factor and would have the effect of reducing the backlog for a trial date by several months.  On December 1, 2003 they initiated their Front End Pilot Project in Winnipeg with much success.
Description of Reform:
This reform deals with domestic violence cases and helps to ensure that the case is organized and ready to proceed to trial in a timely fashion.  A Family Violence Risk Factor Checklist was developed which ensures that all stakeholders in a domestic violence case have the same, consistent case details so that a trial date can be set much earlier than it would have taken without this process.
Purpose:
Manitoba will be able to speed up domestic violence cases in a timely fashion, and expedite actions.  Considerations about the nature of the action, the amount at issue, the complexity of the issues involved, and the likely expense to the parties to pursue the action are involved in the judge’s decision to expedite an action.
