Some Theoretical Perspectives on Public Law and Administration

Answer both of the following questions.  Each question should be answered with an essay of no more than 2,500 words in length (10 pages double-spaced).

1.  Write a creative piece on one either (a) or (b):

a) Think of a situation in which a background in theoretical perspectives on public law and administration might have helped you to resolve a problem in your workplace or your practice, and explain how this background might have helped you.  Make reference to relevant readings from the course.  (Feel free also to reference other theoretical sources, including the complete books or articles from which courses readings were taken.)
b)  You have been asked to give an after-dinner speech to the Administrative Law Section of the Canadian Bar Association in your province on the following topic: “How a familiarity with the academic literature on theoretical issues related to administrative law might (or might not) advance my career."  Write your speech.  Make reference to relevant course readings.  (Feel free also to reference other theoretical sources, including the complete books or articles from which courses readings were taken.)
2.  Imagine that you are the court reporter for the Winnipeg Free Press.  Having just completed a course on theoretical perspectives on public law and administration, you realize that the Supreme Court of Canada decision in Canada (Prime Minister) v. Khadr (released January 29, 2010) engages a number of issues discussed in your course.  Write an article for the Winnipeg Free Press that highlights the theoretical issues that you think are illustrated by this case.  Make reference to relevant course readings.  (Feel free also to reference other theoretical sources, including the complete books or articles from which courses readings were taken.)
