a. First paragraph: statement of the goal and summary of the method 

b. Elaboration of theoretical information

c. Relevance of information

d. Understanding of information

e. Exactness and coherence of development of theory towards statement of the hypotheses

f. Hypotheses (or questions) derived from previous information

g. Hypotheses (or questions) verifiable and appropriate for experimental design

2) Description of the experiment (Methods)

a. Participants* (selection criteria)

b. Material
1. description of material

2. must be present in appendix

c. Procedure (steps, instructions): chronological description 

* the description of the experiment should have 3 subsections (represented by the underlined words): Participants, Material, Procedure.

c. Controls, non-controls

d. Operational hypotheses
