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Your paper must be based on one scientific article (published in a referred journal) in which (a) brain-damaged patient(s) with visual/perceptual dysfunctions is (are) studied. (A full reference to this publication is necessary in your paper.)

Examples of dysfunctions: 

• Visual agnosia: Object agnosia and/or prosopagnosia

• Achromatopsia

• Motion Blindness

• Blindsight (with visual field defect)

• Balint syndrome

• Left-sided neglect

• Dissociation between action and perception

Examples of good journals describing such cases:
