Toronto – Associate Professor Richard Leblanc of York University has been named one of 
Ontario’s most outstanding university teachers by the Ontario Confederation of University 
Faculty Associations (OCUFA). Prof. Leblanc will receive a 2010-2011 OCUFA Teaching Award 
at an October 22, 2010 ceremony in Toronto.  
 
“ Prof Leblanc is a dynamic teacher recognized for his sensitivity to diversity and class 
inclusiveness,” said Judith Poe, chair of the Teaching Award selection and past award recipient. 
“His commitment to students, combined with his innovative approach to and leadership in legal 
and business education make him an outstanding choice for an OCUFA Teaching Award.”

University of Toronto; and Alan Steele, Associate Professor in the Department of Electronics, 
Faculty of Engineering and Design, Carleton University.
