Information for Foundations TAs
TAs who are teaching their first Foundations course will be paid for a total of seven hours of professional development at the CUPE overtime rate. 

The breakdown is as follows:

· 2 hours of workshops in the morning of Foundations TA-day (August 30, 2006). 
· 2 hour meeting with the course director of your Foundations course in the afternoon of Foundations TA–day, or any day up to September 15, 2006. 
· 3 hours of professional development workshops, facilitated by the Centre for Academic Writing (CAW), held during the academic year on a range of topics.
· Additionally, Foundations Humanities and Social Sciences will hold 3 seminars during the Fall/Winter terms. TAs may count one of these seminars for 1 paid hour of professional development in place of a CAW workshop toward the 7 hour total.  

If you were unable to Foundations attend TA Day and/or your course meeting (Course Director did not schedule a course meeting), either or both can be made up by attending additional workshops over the year to accumulate the 7 hours of professional development. 

Please remember to have your participation at workshops and seminars recorded by having the instructor sign your personal yellow TA Foundations Workshop Participation card.  

TAs who are returning to the Foundations Programme are welcome to attend all sessions, but will be paid only for 2 hours of course meeting on Foundations TA Afternoon.
