Who should complete this Protocol Form?
All faculty members (including contract, adjuncts, and seconded) who are conducting funded and unfunded research involving interviews, &/or students conducting funded research and unfunded research involving interviews with public persons and/or artists.

Article 1.1 of the TCPS states that, “…ethics review is required for interviews with individuals involved in the public arena or artists; however the review shall focus only on whether these requests will be made in accordance with appropriate professional standards.”   Individuals involved in the public arena might include politicians, actors, media personalities, spokespersons for companies, etc. 

If the research participant that you are interviewing does not fall into this category, you must complete the standard HPRC protocol form. PART B – CONSENT PROCESS

For interviews involving public persons and/or artists, a “consent” form is required. The following elements must be included in the form:



a) State the purpose of the interview;
b) Describe/state how the data will be collected (video, audio, etc); provide signature lines that explicitly address consent for the data collection method;

c) State how and in what context the interview will be used;
d) State how it (the interview) will be disseminated (e.g. publication, broadcast, online, screening);
e) State whether the material derived from the interview has the possibility of commercialization;
       f)  Provide an area for interview participants to provide their signature and date.
