Please select one of the following topics for your essay:

1. Economic inequality has increased tremendously everywhere in the world in recent decades. What are the political consequences of this trend?  Argue as a general case or choose a country as an example.
2. Nationalist sentiments, movements and parties are on the rise in many countries. What are the causes of this political phenomenon? What is its significance? 
3. Are there significant ideological differences between Canada’s Conservatives and Liberals? Compare the two parties in terms of basic principles of their programs.
4. The concept of multiculturalism has been a matter of debates in Canada in recent years. Analyze and discuss the main themes in the debates and their political implications.   
5. Discuss the concept of separation of powers in the organization of a state. Does separation of powers facilitate democratic governance? Can it weaken the state?
6. Canada is a federation. What are some of the contemporary problems in relations between the federal and provincial levels of government in Canada?
7. Why would an authoritarian regime have public support?  Argue as a general case or choose a country as an example.
8. The power of labour unions has declined in recent decades. What are the causes of this trend? Can it be reversed? 
-You must use a minimum of five academic sources (books, textbooks, articles from academic journals, materials from research center websites) and (if needed) government sources. Newspaper or general magazine articles can be used as additional sources.
