Write an essay about 2000 words (about 8 double-spaced pages) long on ONE of the following topics.  Be sure to narrow your topic down to manageable scope (in other words, deal with a limited range of material), to organize your essay properly (including an introduction and conclusion), to cite references according to MLA style, and to proofread your essay for errors in grammar and style—use the Proofreading Checklist.  Deal ONLY with texts from the second semester.  You will be expected to use secondary material in this assignment; in most cases, you should have at least two sources.  Be concrete and specific.

1.  Compare how TWO authors handle food choices and practices (cooking, serving, etc.) as emblematic of the immigrant experience.
2.  Discuss how TWO Native-Canadian writers subvert the conventions of European-based literary forms in their works.
3.  In fiction, generational conflict often represents broader differences between parents and children. Compare how TWO texts treat the meaning of generational conflict.

4.  Show how TWO short-story writers use point of view in their texts.  Why have they made their choices of point of view? Compare the way they employ a particular point of view in order to support characterization, plot, OR theme.
5.  Do a close textual analysis of colour imagery and symbolism in one of the texts, choosing a short passage to analyze: one or two pages at most.  Show how the author uses such symbolism to convey mood, character, and setting.  You will need to contextualize the imagery, demonstrating its role in the work as a whole.
