"The City and Colonial Spatial Regimes in Wolastoqiyik Territory: A History of the Present"

Karen Bridget Murray taught for five years at the University of New Brunswick. She is now Associate Professor of Political Science at York University where she researches and teaches in the areas of Canadian politics, globalization and urban governance, and women and politics. She is a member of the editorial board of BC Studies, which recently published her “Making Space in Vancouver’s East End: From Leonard Marsh to the Vancouver Agreement.” Part of Karen’s work on colonial urbanism will be printed in Urban Aboriginal Policy Making in Canadian Municipalities, edited by Evelyn Peters (forthcoming McGill-University Press).
