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[bookmark: _Hlk95566402]This article explores the various types of racism and discrimination experienced by Oromo refugees born to stateless parents in Saudi Araba. It begins by taking stock of the implicit assumption that racism as a social phenomenon is a subject of study in the Global North. Studies of racism tend to rely on a presumed dichotomy between whites and ‘Others,’ whether Black or Asian. In her study in Singapore, Ang challenges the color paradigm by exploring racism among co-ethnic Chinese (2018), in the so-called Global South. The methodology adopted for this study—intersectionality—helps in understanding how aspects of a person's identities e.g., race and immigration status combine to forge different experiences of discrimination in the context of protracted displacement (Crenshaw, 1989). Data has been collected from Oromo refugees who were born and raised in the Middle east and North Africa to parents who fled Ethiopia in the 1980s.
