Right now, program administrators from 3 teams (research stream LLM, OPD International (on Keele Campus) and OPD Downtown (at 1 Dundas) administer 20 different specializations, each with its own program rubric. Having course rubrics that matched these program rubrics would help staff and students to more readily recognize which program a course belongs to.

Osgoode PD would like to change our course rubrics so that they match the existing program rubrics and are therefore program-specific. Some courses within these programs share a rubric with the program itself, but most use the rubric ‘LAW’. Within the International Business Law program, for example, some courses use the BLIS rubric – which matches the program rubric - but many others use LAW. This isn’t consistent and lends itself to confusion both among students and administrators. Confounding this, the research stream LLM, which is administered by Osgoode and not by Osgoode PD, uses the program rubric LAW, and courses in that program all use the course rubric LAW. Since Osgoode PD offers hundreds of courses that are not open to the research stream LLM students, these should not be using the course rubric LAW. 

There are 9 LLM programs for which the program rubric matches an existing course rubric. They are:
1. Research LLM – LAW (administered by Osgoode and not by Osgoode PD)
1. International Business Law – BLIS
1. Energy and Infrastructure Law – EIL
1. Business Law – LAWB
1. Family Law – LAWF
1. Health Law – LAWH
1. Labour Relations and Employment Law – LREL
1. Privacy and Cybersecurity – PCS
1. Tax Law – TXLW
We would like the course rubric for all courses in these programs to be changed to match that program’s rubric. 

Additionally, though, there are 11 LLM programs for which the program rubric does not have a corresponding course rubric. They are:
1. Administrative Law - ADLW
1. Banking and Financial Services Law – BFSL
1. Bankruptcy and Insolvency Law – LAWI
1. Canadian Common Law – CCLW
1. Civil Litigation and Dispute Resolution – CLDR
1. Constitutional Law – CLTC
1. Criminal Law and Procedure – CLWP
1. Dispute Resolution – ALDR
1. General Law – GNRL
1. Intellectual Property Law – LAWL
1. Securities Law – SELA

We are requesting the creation of corresponding course rubrics for each of the 11 programs listed above, and to have courses in those programs changed to the matching rubric.

Finally, we would like to remove the ‘p’ from our course codes. We have several courses that have a 'p' after the course code in SIS (e.g. LAW 6843p). Originally, the rationale for the 'p' was to denote a professional program, but it has not been consistently applied and is not on most of our courses. We also find that students and instructors often confuse the ‘p’ with the section letter for that course. As with the course rubric changes above, this is strictly an administrative change and will not affect the course content whatsoever.

Consultation has been sought with Meghan Thomas, Director, International and Professional Graduate programs; Christine Briggs, Manager, Professional Graduate Programs; and Heather Moore, Manager, Graduate Studies & Research Services, and they are all in approval of the above changes.
