This proposal includes two "housekeeping" changes.  

1. When the Clinical Neuropsychology stream was introduced and initially approved by FGS and Senate, the required courses listed in the existing program information were only one part of the program requirements. Students completing the neuropsychology stream have always also been required to attend monthly neuropsychology rounds during the academic term, complete a dissertation on a topic relevant to neuropsychology, complete an external practicum in a neuropsychology setting, submit a neuropsychological assessment case as part of the clinical competency examination, and complete a predoctoral internship that includes at least one major rotation in neuropsychology. For some reason, only the course requirements were listed in the calendar copy, but the other requirements have always been a part of the program, have been listed on the clinical neuropsychology website, and have been tracked and completed for all Clinical students who have also been in the clinical neuropsychology stream. 

2. Part e of the MA Clinical course requirements does represent a change to program requirements that we are requesting for students in the Clinical Neuropsychology stream. Because there are 4 course requirements for students in the Clinical Neuropsychology stream, but only 2 elective courses required for Clinical students, it means that students in the Neuropsychology stream could use their two electives for prescribed neuropsychology courses, but still had to take two courses above and beyond those required for Clinical students. In 2014, PSYC6435 6.0 (Introduction to Psychotherapy) was replaced with two half-courses, 6436 3.0 and 6437 3.0. This change was implemented with the intent that Clinical students in the general clinical stream would take both halves of the newly structured courses, and Clinical students in the Clinical Neuropsychology stream would be required to take only 6436 (with 6437 remaining an optional elective). This change would effectively reduce the overload for clinical neuropsychology students so that they would have sufficient general clinical training plus their specialized neuropsychology training and still be able to complete the program in a timely fashion.  

b) An outline of the changes to requirements and the associated learning outcomes, including how the proposed requirements will support the achievement of program/graduate diploma learning objectives.
As noted above, part of the proposed change below is merely a correction to what is listed in the calendar copy. The training requirements described in the proposed calendar copy are essential for specialization as a clinical neuropsychologist. Students cannot declare competency in clinical neuropsychology at time of registration with the College of Psychologists of Ontario with only coursework. They must also complete clinical hours in neuropsychology settings, as prescribed in the proposed changes.
The proposal to eliminate the requirement for Neuropsychology students to take PSYC6437 3.0 is pedagogically sound because the core psychotherapy theory elements are taught in PSYC6436 3.0, which is required for both general clinical and clinical neuropsychology stream students in the Clinical area. PSYC6437 3.0 provides more advanced theoretical approaches to psychotherapy that are more appropriate for students going on to general clinical psychology practice than for those planning to work as neuropsychologists. 

c) An overview of the consultation undertaken with relevant academic units and an assessment of the impact of the modifications on other programs/graduate diplomas. With regard to the noncoursework requirements of the Clinical Neuropsychology stream, consultation was undertaken at the time of the initial proposal of the Clinical Neuropsychology stream. There is no impact on other programs, because we are only requesting a correction to the Calendar copy of the program so it matches what is actually required of students in this stream.

With regard to the elimination of the requirement of PSYC6437 3.0 for Neuropsychology students, consultation was undertaken with the Curriculum Committee of the Clinical area, followed by discussion over several months with the Clinical area faculty, and then the Psychology graduate program at large. Importantly, the change is supported by the instructors of PSYC 6445P 6.0, Advanced Intervention, which is the psychotherapy training course required in the PhD-1 year for Clinical students and which builds on the core MA-2 Clinical courses, including theory provided in PSYC6436 3.0 and practical psychotherapy training provided in PSYC6430P 6.0, Clinical Practicum I.
