5. Effective Session of Proposed Change(s): Sept 2020. 
6. Academic Rationale:

We propose to change the title of the second of two required theory courses in our doctoral program to ANTH 6011: Theoretical Concepts in Ethnographic Inquiry. 
Currently there are two required theory courses in the PhD Program, one taken in the fall term of the first year (ANTH 6010: Advanced General Theory in Social Anthropology Part I, 3.0 credits) and one taken in the winter term of the first year (ANTH 6011: Advanced General Theory in Social Anthropology Part II, 3.0 credits). It is important to note that the course title change for ANTH 6011 is being made alongside two other changes to our PhD Program requirements: one, we are combining the single MA required theory course and the first of the two required PhD theory courses into one course called ANTH 5060: Classic and Contemporary Theory in Social Anthropology (fall term, 3.0 credits), the course proposal for which should be considered alongside this form; and two, a minor change to the PhD degree requirement to replace ANTH 6010 with the new course ANTH 5060. We are submitting the Expected Learning Outcomes document for our graduate program as part of the package of proposed changes. 
The winter term required PhD theory course will be maintained to ensure and promote a level of engagement that is appropriate for the doctoral level.Thus, the rationale for the name change to ANTH 6011 is two-fold:
1. To make the course title more legible to PhD students within the program who will no longer be taking ANTH 6010 as a required course, but rather ANTH 5060. The current name, Advanced General Theory in Social Anthropology Part II, no longer makes sense as students will not be taking Part I. 
2. To ensure the viability and integrity of a second term doctoral level theory course in Anthropology in terms of enrolments so that it does not face cancellation in years when we have a small incoming PhD class. The course title change will make the course content more legible and appealing to doctoral students from cognate programs such as Sociology, History, Socio-legal Studies, CommCult and STS. We already have students from other programs taking this course by permission and will continue to reach out to other programs to advertise the course. We wish to make clear by way of this course title change that this course is distinct from other social theory courses because it is directly linked to ethnographic methods – the core of the discipline of anthropology --  and yet an approach in which students from other disciplines often seek to receive training. Students from these programs have in the past have been permitted to take the course with permission of the course director and GPD. The course content and learning objectives will not change, but the course director of ANTH 6011 will accommodate those students without an anthropology background by offering supplemental materials as recommended reading. This approach has worked in the past and resulted in a pedagogically practical and enriching learning experience for all students. Ethnography is one of the hallmarks of anthropology and by flagging this in the title,  students in other programs who are seeking training in this method will be invited to join a class that teaches the theory that underpins and has developed around the ethnographic method.
