d) PhD dissertation assessed by examination committee comprised of supervisory committee members, an outside member, an external examiner, and a representative of the Dean of FGS based in part on demonstration of thorough knowledge of relevant theoretical contributions from related disciplines, as well as ability to recognize and critically engage with debates related to issues under consideration.
e) Oral defense participated in by the supervisory committee, an outside member, an external examiner, and a representative of the Dean of FGS in which the student presents a summary and defense of the research project and the dissertation. Student is assessed in part on demonstration of thorough knowledge of relevant theoretical contributions from related disciplines, as well as ability to recognize and critically engage with debates related to issues under consideration.
