Male   70s

Clearly at one time a strong man, Williams is succumbing (rather stubbornly) to his age. He is unable to perform once menial tasks, and the limp with which he walks has become all the more pronounced. We also sense that there is a great deal of turmoil beneath his gruff exterior. But there is something about his young neighbour that takes Williams back many years … and forces him to face what he has done his best to suppress.

*DUNCAN   Principal
   Late Teens

Duncan, in his last year of high school, is raising himself – the offspring of workaholic parents who never seem to be home. The lack of guidance in his life has caught up with him; Duncan is at the moment going nowhere, hamstrung by indecision. He is curious about his elderly neighbour – Williams – and just as surprised at the friendship they develop. 

YOUNG WILLIAMS     Principal 
   Early 20s

This is Williams in his youth, a young man serving the Canadian Army in the Ardennes, 1944/45. He is frightened and homesick and generally not cut out for this line of work, and tries to hide it all beneath the same gruff exterior he will present to the world in his old age.

*MacISAAC     Principal 
   Early 20s

Williams’ combat partner and best friend, Mac was a carpenter in Toronto before joining up. In one particularly brutal predicament, MacIsaac will prove to Williams that he is not just a joker but also a friend of complete selflessness…
