	Description
	The purpose of the Contraventions Act is to create a contraventions scheme as an alternative to the summary conviction procedure in the Criminal Code. The Act decriminalizes certain federal offences, ensures more effective application of federal statutes and reduces the workload of the courts by allowing the use of a ticketing scheme and voluntary payment of fines.t created the "Contraventions Act Fund" which provides provinces, territories and municipalities which have signed implementation agreements with funding to cover the costs of additional services linked to the new language rights provisions. 
This fund is part of the Department of Justice's initiative under the "Roadmap for Canada's Linguistic Duality 2008-2013: Acting for the Future" which was launched in 2008. Departments and agencies of the provinces and territories. 
Municipalities designated by the provincial and territorial governments as being responsible for providing judicial activities and extra-judicial services in both official languages.
