	Funded by the Ontario Ministry of the Attorney General. Direct Accountability recognizes that in order to hold offenders accountable to their community, some low-risk offences are more effectively addressed outside of the formal criminal court process.. 

Sanctions can include donations to charitable organizations and/or attendance at support group programs such as anger management, stop theft or substance abuse awareness. 

The charge may be withdrawn once the donation/program is successfully completed.
