	As a component of the National Anti-Drug Strategy (NADS) Treatment Action Plan, the DTC FP supports six Drug Treatment Court pilot sites with an annual budget of $3,596,000. 
Drug Treatment Courts have been recognized as an innovative approach to help offenders address the cycle of addiction and criminal behaviour. They are intensive court-monitored alternatives to incarceration that represents a concerted effort to break the cycle of drug use and criminal behaviour. 
The Drug Treatment Court Funding Program is currently supporting pilot sites in Ontario, Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta and British Columbia. The DTC Funding Program managed by Justice Canada provides funding support to DTC pilot sites in Toronto and Ottawa (Ontario), Winnipeg (Manitoba), Regina (Saskatchewan), Edmonton (Alberta) and Vancouver (British Columbia).  Current funding agreements are in place until March 31, 2012.  All sites are fully operational at this time.
