Student Exchange Program (ORA) 
 

Study in a university in Auvergne-Rhône-

Alpes, France and earn credits towards your 

degree in Canada 
 

Duration 

• 1 semester (Fall or Winter) or  

• 2 semesters (full year) 

Eligibility 

• Undergraduate and graduate full-time       

degree students  

• Must have completed a minimum of 2 years 

of a recognized degree and be in good  

   academic standing 

• Must be registered at home university in the 

academic year preceding and following   

participation in the exchange program 

Language competence 

• Two years of university French recommended 

• Some English courses and programs available 

Costs 

• Ontario tuition costs 

• Students pay for expenses abroad, such as 

flight, living expenses and other associated 

costs 

ORA scholarships 

One semester exchange: $3,000 

Full-year exchange: $4,000  

Credits 

• Discretion of home institution 

 

Summer Research Program (SRP) 
 

Opportunity to participate in research at a 

French lab over the summer months 
 

 

Duration 

• Three months during the summer (May 1st to 

July 31st with some flexibility) 

Eligibility 

• Undergraduate and graduate students in all 

disciplines 

Language competence 

• No French knowledge required (as per the 

host professor) 

Costs 

• Students pay for living expenses in France, 

flight and other associated costs 

Scholarships 

• ORA SRP scholarship : $1,500 

• Stipend from the French lab to be determined 

Placements 

• Students need to find their own placement, 

e.g. with the help of their nominating Ontario 

professor 

Credits

Summer Language Program (SLP) 
 

Improve your French language skills with an 

intensive training session in France 
 

 

Duration 

• Three to five weeks (June, July) 

Eligibility 

• Must be registered at a member university in the        

academic year preceding  and following         

participation in the SLP 

Language competence 

• No French-language prerequisite  

Costs 

• Students pay for course fees, accommodation, 

flight and other associated costs 

Scholarship  

     ORA SLP scholarship: $1,200 

Accommodation 

• Residence or home stay (prices vary) 

Course offerings 

• About 20 hours of French classes/week (72 to 90 

hours in total) 

• Social/cultural activities and excursions              

organized by the host university 

Credits
