A Study permit = confirms your temporary resident status as a student in Canada

A 1t is your responsibility to maintain valid immigration status  and adhere to immigration rules during your
stay in Canada

AStudy permit validity

For graduate students:
Summer is a regular academic term like Fall and Winter. You must be enrolled

as a full-time student to be eligible to work on or off campus. You cannot work more
than 24 hours per week off-campus .

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PROOF OF FINANCIAL ABILITY ?

As when you first applied for a study permit, you must
prove that you can still support yourself (and any
accompanying family members), while you are in
Canada.

You should be prepared to demonstrate the ability to
fund at least one full year of tuition and a minimum of
$22,895 (as of September 1, 2025) for one year of living
expenses (additional funds required if you have
dependent(s) living here with you)

We recommend you provide as much proof of financial
support as possible, rather than stop at the minimum.
