Leadership Award Information
· The purpose of the award is to provide opportunities for LaMarsh graduate students to enhance their research leadership skills and experience. Successful recipients will be expected to meet regularly with the LaMarsh Director and Centre Coordinator, work to enhance LaMarsh trainee engagement with the Centre, and help with coordinating LaMarsh research and knowledge mobilization activities. Recipients are expected to:
· Develop and work towards individualized leadership goals for the year
· Act as a liaison between LaMarsh faculty leadership (e.g., executive) and trainees
· Coordinate the annual graduate student symposium
· Promote LaMarsh-related activities on social media, including growing LaMarsh reach and generating social media content
· Generate  content for our monthly newsletter (e.g., by summarizing a research activity or bringing in content from their peers)
· Maintain up to date website content
· Work with LaMarsh faculty and trainees to each cultivate 5 research lay summaries featuring LaMarsh faculty or trainee research
· Organize, promote, and attend LaMarsh events (e.g., monthly talks, fundraisers, open houses, etc.)
· Participate in the development and preparation of LaMarsh sponsored funding applications when opportunities arise
· Up to 3 Student Leadership Awards of $5,000 each will be provided per annum (two payments of $2,500). 
· Awards are funded fall and winter terms (not summer)
· Due date for Award applications: Friday, October 1, 2021to lamarsh@yorku.ca (please ensure confirmation received).
· Students may apply for more than one award (e.g., the Leadership Award and the Research Award), but funding is available for one award per student. Please provide a separate application for each award.  
· Organizing and attending the LaMarsh Graduate Student Symposium is mandatory.  The symposium will be held in early June 2022.  Students must attend the Annual LaMarsh Graduate Student Symposium. 
· Progress reports are due on Friday, June 25, 2022.  Please provide a one-page, double- spaced, summary of how the leadership award has enhanced your engagement with LaMarsh and professional development (list skills you acquired, experiences you gained etc. as a result of this award). 
· Please note: LaMarsh funding support must be acknowledged in subsequent conference presentations, journal articles, and reports that are facilitated by this support and the LaMarsh Centre must be provided with a copy of published articles and reports. This will enable us to highlight the accomplishments of our students. 
· An application package consists of:
· Application signed by your academic supervisor (LaMarsh member)
· Last year’s progress report (only if you received an award last year)
· One-page, double spaced proposal (include your name and supervisor’s name)

Award Eligibility: Applicants must:
1. Be enrolled full-time in the master’s study or doctoral program at York University.
2. Have a minimum average of A- in graduate studies.
3. Be nominated by a faculty member of LaMarsh.
4. Be a Canadian citizen or permanent resident of Ontario.
5. Attach last year’s progress report to this application (for past recipients).
