General Award Information

· This award is designed to enable students to gain additional research experience and receive research mentoring while participating in inter-disciplinary research initiatives that align with the LaMarsh Centre’s mandate. The focus of this award is for new interdisciplinary and collaborative research initiatives that relate to an activity that differs from students’ main research focus and must conform to the vision and mission of LaMarsh’s mandate. Students applying for this award will work with their supervisor, who must be a LaMarsh member, and one other member of LaMarsh to generate new research or expand current research. The student must clearly outline a plan for collaborative research and clearly state the desired outcomes, such as a grant application or manuscript to be submitted to a referred journal. Preference will be given to interdisciplinary research. In the spirit of LaMarsh research funding, recipients of this award are encouraged to make use of the resources provided to engage in multi-disciplinary research activities that are outside the scope of their existing research program with their academic mentors. These activities might include publications, grant proposals, knowledge mobilization or any other research initiatives.
· The award is $3,000 per student per annum (two payments of $1,500).
· Awards are funded in Fall and Winter terms (not Summer)
· Due date for Award applications: Wednesday, October 23, 2024 to lamarsh@yorku.ca (please ensure confirmation received). Please be sure to complete the student financial profile before the application deadline.
· Students may apply for more than one award (e.g., the Leadership Award and the Research Award), but funding is available for one award per student. Please provide a separate application for each award.  
· Recipients of the Research Award are expected to:
· Participate in the LaMarsh Graduate Student Symposium.  The symposium will be held in early June 2025.  It is mandatory for students to attend and present their research activity at the Annual LaMarsh Graduate Student Symposium. 
· By January 2025, provide a summary of their research to be featured on the LaMarsh website and newsletter. 
· By April 2025, provide a lay summary of a published article that involves their research or that of one of their LaMarsh supervisors. A template for this will be provided by the Centre Coordinator.
· Attend LaMarsh-related events (workshops, talks, symposia). These events are to be listed in progress reports that will be considered in subsequent years’ applications’ process and review.
· Progress reports are due on Friday, June 20, 2025.  Please provide a one-page, double- spaced, summary indicating how the award, and other research resources, have helped you achieve your research goals.
· Please note: LaMarsh funding support must be acknowledged in subsequent conference presentations, journal articles, and reports that are facilitated by this support and the LaMarsh Centre must be provided with a copy of published articles and reports. This will enable us to highlight the accomplishments of our students. 

Application for Graduate Student Research Award

Applicants are required to provide a 1-page (double-spaced) application that:
1) articulates their intended project and how it differs from their main research focus;
2) How the collaboration and this award will enrich their research training. 
3) This proposal should clearly indicate how the proposed research will advance current knowledge. 

Award Eligibility: Applicants must:
1. Be enrolled full-time in the master’s study or doctoral program at York University.
2. Demonstrate financial need – complete student financial need profile https://sfs.yorku.ca/aid/sfp/
3. Have a minimum average of A- in graduate studies.
4. Be nominated by a faculty member of LaMarsh and a second LaMarsh faculty member.
5. Be an Ontario resident based on the following criteria
6. Attach last year’s progress report to this application (for past recipients).
