Genres: EN 3170-3179) towards their major requirements 

NOTE#3: For the GENERAL EDUCATION courses, a minimum of 6.0 credits must be chosen from each of 
Humanities, Natural Science and Social Science.  General Education courses are offered at the 1000 level.  A 
maximum of 9 credits in Humanities and Social Science will count towards fulfillment of the General Education 21 
credit requirements.
