3. Terms & Conditions for Applying (SSHRC) –the PI must sign this document before submitting it to ORS
4. Formal list of co-applicants and collaborators - as outlined in the Terms & Conditions document (see below)

If you have a co-applicant or collaborator in Quebec who is part of the international team, they may apply for FRQSC Supplement.  If this is the case, you must submit:
7. The budget form detailing the amounts requested under the FRQSC Supplement and signed by the Quebec project lead.
8. A one-page budget justification explaining the need for each budget items, in accordance with FRQSC expense eligibilities as set out in the Common General Rules of the Fonds de recherche du Quebec.
Note: If the supplement is awarded, the applicant assumes the role of Principal Investigator under the Common General Rules. Only one supplement may be awarded per team, which is administered by the FRQSC.

General Competition Information
· T-AP proposals should address humanities and/or social sciences research questions. This Call supports humanities and/or social sciences interdisciplinary research focused on the challenges described in the Call document: https://transatlanticplatform.com/wp-content/uploads/2021/04/RRR-Call-for-Proposals-English.pdf
· Each Project should have a duration ranging between 24-36 months.
· Each project must comprise at least three (3) eligible Principal Investigators from at least three (3) different T-AP participating countries from both sides of the Atlantic (i.e., from Europe and the Americas).  PIs must be located in at least 3 different T-AP SI participating countries.
· Designate one of the Principal Investigators as the project’s Lead Principal Investigator. If the project is requesting funds from more than one funding organization within the same country, only one Principal Investigator may be designated as the lead for that country.
· Researchers can participate in only one application as Principal Investigator (PI). Should one PI not strictly comply to this rule, all proposals including that PI will be considered ineligible. Please see funding organizations’ addenda for additional limitations.
· Applications failing to comply with eligibility requirements and application instructions will be declared ineligible and will not be evaluated. If one of the research partners in a consortium is not eligible, the entire consortium will be declared ineligible. 
· The Lead PI should be aware that some countries have specific eligibility requirements and must ensure that all PIs in their consortium adhere to the relevant requirements to avoid ineligibility of the project proposal. The funding organizations’ specific addenda are available on the T-AP RRR website.
· All research teams are strongly advised to contact their relevant funding organizations at least six weeks before the application deadline to enquire about the eligibility of the national teams involved. Note that the formal eligibility of the Proposals will be determined only after the submission deadline on the basis of all formal eligibility requirements.
· The project’s Lead Principal Investigator is responsible for submitting all of the project materials to FAPESP via SAGe system
· Lead PI of each trans-Atlantic project partnership is responsible for submitting supplementary documentation to the country funder as outlined in the country-specific addendum. 

Structure of the Research Proposal Document
The following structure must be followed:
· The application should be written in English
· All pages must be numbered.
· Each page should contain the project acronym 
· The minimum font size allowed is 11.
· All margins should be at least 15 mm (0.59 inches; not including footers or headers)
· Documents should not be password protected.
· All word counts are inclusive of all text (excluding the budget tables), references, diagrams, and pictures

1. Cover page
2. Statement of significance (maximum 300 words)
3. Table of contents
4. Narrative (maximum 12 pages)
5. References cited (maximum 2 pages)
6. Data Management Plan (DMP) (maximum of two pages)
7. Project Management, Dissemination, and Communications Plan (PMDC) (maximum of five pages)
a. Roles and responsibilities
b. Collaborations
c. Workplan
d. Dissemination and communication
e. Cooperation Partners
f. Training
8. Resumes (maximum two pages per résumé)
9. Appendices (maximum of five pages)
10. Structure of the Requested Budget Document and the Additional Document Files
Besides the “Research Proposal” file, three other files should be submitted in PDF, as separate addenda 
· “Requested Budget” - The budget requested should be structured in a single PDF file, according to the instructions provided under 11.1 of the Call Document
· “Additional Documents” - All additional documents required by national addenda should be organized in a single PDF document to be uploaded to the SAGe system
· "Consent Form" – Form will be made available via the SAGe system. This form needs to be signed by the Lead PI and uploaded to the system.
Budget + Eligible Expenses
· Each project team is asked to submit a budget form for each funding organization from whom they’re requesting funding. For example, if your project has a Brazilian team, a UK team, and a Canadian team, you should submit three team budgets. Each team budget should be prepared using the relevant templates that are available on the T-AP RRR website in the addenda of the funding organizations. Each country specific budget should be submitted to their country specific agency (i.e., SSHRC for Canadian applicants). 
· When you have completed the individual national budgets, please fill out the special T-AP RRR Summary budget template available on the T-AP RRR website. This will be the first page of your Requested Budget file. Next, concatenate all the national budgets to this page and submit as a single PDF file.
· Please justify the distribution of costs across the PIs and explain how this relates to the planned outputs and the division of work across the PIs.
· The funding among the PIs can be distributed unevenly.
·  The summary budget tables must be filled out in Euros.

The following costs can be entered in the budget summary table:
1. Salaries (Employment costs) 
· Please note that applicants and co-applicants from eligible not-for-profit organizations may request a salary research allowance to release them from duties at their organization.  
· Please note that if you require course release this must be discussed with your Research Officer and noted in item 11 of your ORS checklist.
2. Equipment
3. Travel and meeting costs
4. Consumables
5. Dissemination and Knowledge Exchange costs
6. Other cost – this section should include external services or subcontracting costs.
7. Overheads – Overhead is not permitted unless an eligible Quebec-based researcher who qualifies for the FRQSC supplement is included on the application.  Please see the chart below for further information:
	Applications WITHOUT an eligible Quebec-based researcher who qualifies for the FRQSC supplement
	Applications WITH an eligible Quebec-based researcher who qualifies for the FRQSC supplement

	· Only direct costs are covered up to a maximum of $200,000.
· Indirect costs are not an eligible expense.
	· If the Canadian research team includes an eligible Québec-based researcher who qualifies for the FRQSC supplement the team may apply for an additional $75,000 in direct research funding from FRQSC.  
· The FRQSC supplement “will be increased by 27 per cent to cover indirect research costs, bringing the total maximum funding per team to $95,250.”  
· In short Canadian applications with an eligible Quebec based researcher can apply for:
· $200,000 - direct costs
· $75,000 - direct research funding from FRQSC
· $75,000 x 27% (= $20,250) to cover indirect research costs 
· $275,000 direct costs + $20,250 indirect costs = Grand Total of $295,250 
· Please note that if you have an eligible Quebec PI on your application and are applying for the $75,000 FRQSC supplement, York University requires that you include 27% indirect costs  as noted above.
· The FRQSC will award the supplement to the Quebec researcher, who will be responsible for transferring the amounts intended for the activities of the other Quebec social sciences and humanities, arts and literature working as co-researchers on the project.

Fonds de recherche du Québec—Société et culture (FRQSC)
Supplement Application Form
· The application form can be completed in French or English; however, the title and summary of the project must be written in French.
· Once the application form is completed and validated, it must be submitted to the Fonds (FRQnet - Portfolio (gouv.qc.ca) on 12th July 2021, by 4pm
· Once the application form is submitted to the Fonds, it cannot be changed.
Documents to be submitted to Fonds:
1) The budget form, detailing the amounts requested under the FRQSC Supplement and signed by the Québec principal investigator (budget form available on the T-AP RRR website)
2) A one-page budget justification explaining the need for each budget item, in accordance with FRQSC expense eligibilities as set out in the Common General Rules of the Fonds de recherche du Québec (letter format, minimum margins of 1.5 cm



Note that some funding organizations require that applicants also upload the proposal to the relevant Funding Organization(s)’ online submission system (see funding organizations’ addenda for detailed instructions on the T-AP RRR website.) Please carefully check the relevant national requirements well before the submission deadline.
Application Components to be Sent to SSHRC by ORS  
· In addition to the T-AP proposal forms, Canadian PIs must also submit supplemental SSHRC documents
· This country specific (SSHRC) material is not part of the application submitted to the SAGe portal.
· Once ORS has received and reviewed your application budget and determined compliance with York internal policies, ORS will email the documents outlined below to the SSHRC Program Officer Patricia MacCaughan (patricia.maccaughan@sshrc-crsh.gc.ca), cc’ing the York U Canadian PI, before the agency deadline:
1. Terms & Conditions for Applying (SSHRC) –the PI must sign this document before sending it to ORS.  ORS will sign the Terms and Conditions form once your application has been received and reviewed by ORS.
2. Formal list of co-applicants and collaborators - as outlined in the Terms & Conditions document – The PI must submit a list of all participants who will contribute to the intellectual direction of the proposed research that will be SSHRC funded.  
3. The SSHRC budget form – in Canadian dollars.
4. A one-page budget justification - explaining the need for each budget item in accordance with the eligibility requirements outlined in the Tri-Agency Financial Administration Guide.
Submission of Application to the FUNDER by the Lead PI
1) Compulsory Intention to Submit (ItS)
· Mandatory ItS form is due at the agency by Monday, June 14, 2021 no later than midnight BRT
· The ItS form must be completed using the electronic form: Call for Proposals Trans-Atlantic Platform RRR (fapesp.br)
· Please note: The Lead PI of the joint project should complete and submit the ItS on behalf of the research team. Though project details may be modified, and Principal Investigators may be changed and added upon proposal submission, the Lead PI cannot change. 
· Proposals whose Lead PI has not submitted the ItS form by the deadline will not be considered for evaluation.
· The ItS form will not be used for eligibility checking of proposals. However, the agency strongly encourage potential applicants to contact their respective funding agencies prior to the submission of ItS and to ensure that all call requirements and eligibility criteria of the funding agencies from which funding is requested are fully met.
2) Application (Research Proposal Document)
· The application MUST be submitted by the Lead PI on behalf of all partners in the consortium via the online submission system SAGe, hosted by the Sao Paulo Research Foundation (FAPESP). The link to SAGe and further instructions can be found on the T-AP RRR website: https://transatlanticplatform.com/t-ap-recovery-renewal-and-resilience-in-a-post-pandemic-world-rrr/
· All Lead Principal Investigators must create a SAGe login account to submit the online proposal. This is not required of other team members.  The account creation is done in two steps: in the first step, the Lead PI defines a login name and a password; in the second stage the Lead PI receives a message from SAGe, upon which she/he needs to log into the system and provide additional information (e.g., name, institution, email) for the account to be created. Not all fields are mandatory, but all mandatory fields (marked as *) should be filled out or registration will not be valid.
· Applications must be submitted by Monday, July 12, 2021 (no later than midnight BRT) via the online submission system SAGe (www.fapesp.br/sage), hosted by the Sao Paulo Research Foundation (FAPESP).
· Step by step Instructions on completing and submitting your application to SAGe is provided here: https://transatlanticplatform.com/wp-content/uploads/2021/04/Instructions-How-to-Submit-your-Proposals-in-SAGe.pdf
· Please ensure that there are ONLY the four files (each with its required components) as referenced in the Call and in the step by step instructions noted above are included in your online submission.  Only pdf files will be accepted. Each of these files must occupy at most 5 Mbytes.
· Once an application is submitted it can no longer be changed.
