Instructions 
This template provides a general outline for a short (maximum 3 page) Concept Note describing a proposed research grant idea. The Research Office will review the document and provide feedback within two (2) weeks of receipt. 
The Concept Note should focus on presenting the core idea(s) and methods. Plans for achieving research impact through knowledge mobilization are also encouraged. To help guide your presentation, we suggest using the following section headings. The Research Office review will be informed by these headings during our review and provision of early advice. A budget or bibliography are not required.

Please describe the proposed project scope. This can include:
· Describe the project’s originality and expected contribution to knowledge. 
· The proposed research framework and methodology.
· The research training plans for students, including the expected number of students to be supported by grant funds.
· A description of how Equity, Diversity and Inclusion (EDI) considerations have been integrated into the project’s research and training design.
· For partnered research projects, describe the current and/or potential partner organizations that are expected to participate in the project. 
4. Feasibility
Please describe the project’s preliminary timeline for implementation. This can include:
· A brief description/table of tentative dates for key project milestones
· A brief description or table of tentative dates for key knowledge mobilization activities.
· A description of how the proposed project is related to other ongoing or expected research that would overlap with the proposed project.
5. Capability
Please include a brief narrative profile of the key team member(s) involved in the project. Include the roles (PI, Co-PI, Co-Applicant. Draft governance plans for team-based projects are encouraged.
