The Senate Grading Scheme and Feedback Policy stipulates the following:

Instructors are not to keep a copy of the recorded Hyflex session or store a copy locally on their own device or in a cloud-based service other than eClass. Recordings that include student images or audio may not be used for a subsequent offering of the course.
