Note 1: Students may not count more than six credits from the 2170 and 3170 series of AP/EN courses (the Popular Genres series) for major or minor credit in English.
Note 2: Non-Literature courses: Students cannot use uncategorized EN courses toward major/minor requirements. These include,
 but are not limited to, courses offered in subjects - WRIT (few exceptions noted on the Academic Calendar), PRWR, CWR, and DLLL.
