


Pecha Kucha Presentation
“20 x 20”
What is Pecha Kucha?	
It means “chit chat”. It is a 20 x 20 presentation that contains 20 slides, with each slide shown for 20 seconds, for a presentation length of exactly 6 minutes and 40 seconds. 
The true spirit of a Pecha Kucha is that it consists mostly of powerful images and meaningful specific text.  
What will you do?	
1. Present a textbook topic, or a major-related topic, or a course-related topic
2. You will have 6 minutes and 40 seconds to present
3. Think short, informal and creative (you aren’t presenting details of your topic, you’re telling a story about why it’s interesting). 
4. Create a PowerPoint (or similar) with 20 slides and each slide should contain ONE image that automatically advances every 20 seconds and if only absolutely necessary, ONE word only.
5. You need to plan, write, revise and rehearse your story so that your commentary is linked to the slides (you need to talk for 20 seconds per slide but it should be smooth not choppy). A suggestion is to talk about 1-2 key points/ideas per slide
6. Try to find images that are illustrations or metaphors of your key points/ideas
7. You need to practice, practice, practice – memorizing your speech is highly effective for Pecha Kucha
8. You need to ask your classmates 1 critical thinking question at the end (not included in 6 min, 40 sec.) and your classmates need to respond. Participation always counts.
